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Dear Clanct Family and Friends,

Forgiveness is releasing the debt you think
someone owes you.

If someone hurts you, they owe you. An apology...or to make
things right. That is the debt. You expect them to “pay” up.

Then you wait. And wait. It simmers. Turns into resentment.
Like a slow poison that you give yourself. Every day. Keeps you
up at night. Short-tempered during the day.

You are a prisoner of your own unforgiveness. The longer you
wait, what does it cost you?

Forgiveness means to...stop expecting the apology. Cancel the
debt. Does not mean what someone did was okay. Or that you
should trust right away. But when you release them from the
“debt”, you set yourself free!

Right before He died, Jesus said, “It is finished.” (John 19:30).
That same Greek word for “finished” was also stamped on local
debts that were paid.
