Dear church family & friends,

Crabgrass!  Every spring and summer | battle the
crabgrass in our yard. Twice | year, | put down
weed-killer. The nature of crabgrass is to grow, spread
and choke out any grass in its path. Crabgrass spreads
all by itself. It takes time and effort to limit its growth.

Jesus, in Mark 4, talks about four kinds of soil that represent the
human heart.  One is the soil filled with weeds (and probably
crabgrass) that chokes out the good seed. There is also the good soil
that allows for abundant spiritual growth.

We must be vigilant to limit the crabgrass of legalism. It can spread
and take over our lives if we are not careful. Legalism is creating my
own list of what it means to be a good Christian. It is about what |
achieve and give to God. It is about what | do, instead of what God
does.

Clues to the presence of legalism in my life are increases in pride,
being judgmental and loss of personal joy. Ironically, legalism pushes
me further away from God.

Grace, instead, celebrates what God has done. It is about keeping
our eyes on Him, instead of some man-made measure of
performance. Graces allows us to experience His joy and draws us
closer to Him. Our hearts become the “good soil” and enable us to
grow!

This is a great relief to a world that values or
devalues us by our “performance”.
